 Stanley signed clear.
10:40
Peter walked around building getting signal strength readings.
10:42
Peter keeps looking around debris, looks into two stacked concrete blocks.
10:42  Peter finds the FOX !!!
10:46
FOX is turned off.  And Jim heads to house, Gina and food.
