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After talking with Stanley, KD4ERF, I charged the batteries for the third time, then went to sleep. ICU FOX was placed up in a tree at the edge of the parking lot between the Fire Dept. and the school building.  ICU FOX consisted of an ICOM IC2-AT, with the Fox controller and a gel-cell battery pack all hanging on small limbs and covered with a piece of camo.  Then the FOX was turned on at 9:55 AM. Also, Stanley was using a PicConn with an HT using it as the ERF FOX and placed it behind the brick column by the gate!
