Late Friday, I was charging all the battery packs.  The 7.2 volts at 4500 mA laptop battery was prepared.  The other bigger gel-cell was charged and all of it was stuffed into one smaller box. 


Saturday morning, I got up early.  I begin applying white makeup to my beard, mustache, sideburns and eye brows.  As this was the first time ever to get theatrical, it took a while.  Then got the other stuff together and put that in the car. Saturday morning was pleasant and a little drier than the last few days and promised to be a nice day for a FOX Hunt! 


As I drove in to London on Hwy. 192, who should I pass but Rodney KE4LKY driving his truck.  Oh no!  Ducked head to right, and hoped they didn’t see me. Stanley, KD4ERF & Virginia and Regina and I met for breakfast.  While waiting for Stanley to arrive, would you believe that Scotty, W4EFG drove in and parked one car away from me!  I called Stanley on the phone, he said Scotty wasn’t hunting today, to come on inside.

Timeline:

10:00   FOX was turned on.   

10:04   Fox Gel-cell died and was changed to laptop battery.

10:13   Fox controller 9 volt battery died and was changed.

10:14   Fox battery died and then had to slide on the HT battery.

10:15   Jim said something to Regina while radio was keyed, Stuck foot in 
 
 mouth!          

10:16   Stanley called and told me they were talking on 444.275.

10:20   Heard it was three bars at Tractor Supply and they were heading   
 
 out.

10:32   Peter was at Swifty and then to Save-a Lot with 3 bars lit!

10:35   Peter on road to Flea Land.

10:50   4th Battery died and last slide-on pack applied!

10:57   Peter talking on FOX frequency, close by.

11:35   Peter drives down main road in front of us.

11:40   Bees running me around, they love my helmet liner.

11:43   Peter driving back and forth.

11:44   Peter drives down road right beside us.

11:45   Bee causes me to take a walk down the road, Peter drives back by, 
 
 thought he saw a radio, looks at me, decides he doesn’t know me, 
 
 drives on, Hee hee hee!

11:46   Peter goes up to intersection, gets out with radio, walks all around 
 
 this woman and this white haired guy standing by a white van.

11:47   The white haired guy is all this time talking to Peter on the FOX 
 
 radio.

11:48   Jim is standing close to woman next to van, hiding FOX radio 
 
 
 behind us next to glass while talking to Peter. And Jim and Regina 
 
 are both trying to watch what Peter is doing while not being caught 
 
 watching!

11:50   Peter finally walks up to us, sees radios in floor of van, and started 
 
 to ask if Jim were using them to set up the FOX.  Peter thought Jim 
 
 might be Jim’s cousin! You should have seen Peter’s expression 
 
 when realized the white haired guy was Jim!!   Peter finally found the 
 FOX… Yea!!!
